Activities

Whitewater River
(Whitewater Rafting and Kayaking)

Three whitewater channels: Wilderness
Channel, Competition Channel and the
Instruction Channel.

The Center uses a water filtration and
treatment system that uses ultraviolet
light, instead of chemicals. The system
treats the entire |2 million gallons every
24 hours.

There are seven pumps, weighing 12,500
pounds each that move more than
536,000 gallons of water per minute -
flow rate is 1250 cfs. Each pump is 680
horsepower.

In under 20 seconds, the pumps could
fill an Olympic sized pool.

The river channels average four feet in
depth.

Total elevation drop from upper to lower
pond is 21 feet.

The river channels feature class Il - IV
rapids.

The total combined length of the
channels is approximately 4,000 linear
feet.

The conveyor belt (180 feet in length)
allows paddlers to stay in their boats
and return to the top pond to run the
channels again.

Trails: Mountain Biking / Hiking

The USNWC has 14 miles of trails.

Three new miles of beginner trails (Lake
Loop) were added in the summer of 2009.
Approximately 75 mountain bikes available
for rent.

Trail difficulty ranges from beginner to
advanced.

Flatwater Kayaking

The USNWC has .5 miles of Catawba
River access.

The new flatwater dock was finished in
September of 2009.

We have over 100 kayaks available for use.

Eco Trekking

Eco Trekking is a fun, high-tech treasure hunt
great for kids of all ages.

Explorers use GPS-receivers with programmed
destinations to find the more than 23 cache
points on our property.

Each cache destination provides an
environmental/educational lesson with a stamp
as proof of your visit.

Caches are located on our trails, near our
buildings and around our whitewater channel.

Mega Zip

The length of the Mega Zip is 1,123 feet.

It takes 45 seconds to one minute to ride from
start to finish.

Riders typically move at [5-20 mph.

One of the most unique ziplines in the region -
with four lines soaring over class IV whitewater.
Each cable weighs 561 pounds and has
approximately a four percent grade.

Climb 2 Zip

Climb up a 32 foot structure and zip back to the
ground on al00 foot long zipline.

Climb 2 Zip is ideal for younger ages as well as
adults.

Low and High Ropes Course

Contains eight different high ropes elements,
40 feet in the air.

Can accomodate up to 75 people at a time.
The high ropes course is accessed by a 40 foot
long net climb.

Programs teach team building, leadership
enhancement and communication development.
The low ropes system includes 24 elements.

Climbing

Over 40 roped climbs including a 46 foot spire.
Bouldering routes available.

Manual and auto belays available.

Climbing Merit badges offered.

One of the largest outdoor climbing facilities in
the U.S.

From the 1-485/1-85 intersection (west of uptown and near the airport),
head northward on [-485 (toward Statesville). Exit at Exit 12, Moores
Chapel Road. Take a left off of the exit, which will take you around two
traffic circles. Take a right on Rhyne Road, and an immediate left on to
Belmeade Drive. Follow Belmeade Drive for about | mile and look for
the USNWC entrance on your left.
